BUIS 2200 Business Computer Projects
Course Description: As the capstone course in the two-year curriculum, this class is designed to assist the student to develop the skills needed to interact within group situations in a business setting. Business and computer skills that have been learned in previous classes will be utilized in a series of case study situations where the student must present his/her ideas on a variety of topics in the computer systems area.

Major Objectives: The student who completes this course will be able to do the following:

1. Work with individuals in a group setting.

2. Analyze problem situations in a business.

3. Present solutions in a well-written report.

4. Utilize previously developed computing skills.

5. Be able to function in an unstructured environment.

Supplementary Materials: Additional case studies will be assigned and the student should draw upon textbooks and library resources for additional information as needed.
