BUIS 3100 Data Base Management

Course Description: This course is intended to give the student insight into the use and applications of data base management techniques as used in the business world today.  Data base design, implementation, models, and structures will be studied in the classroom and the instruction will be supplemented with exposure to a fourth generation programming language (SQL) in the lab environment.  A "hands-on" approach to learning this package will be maintained.

Major Objectives: The student who completes this course will be able to do the following:

1.  Define terminology related to data base management systems.

2.  Create, modify, and update databases using Oracle/SQL.

3.  Identify the different approaches to data base theory.

4.  Understand the advantages to the data base approach to DP.

5.  Know the different database models used in business today.
