II. COURSE OBJECTIVES AND GOALS

This course is designed to give the student a general overview of various areas of law that affect individuals and companies engaged in business.  Particular attention will be given to those subjects that have everyday application for the individual.

III. GRADING POLICY

A.  The student’s final grade will be based on the following allocation:

B.
