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In case you have not yet heard the news, here are the Honors classes that are being offered this winter at Shawnee State University:
· ENGL112, Section 18, on Tuesdays and Thursdays at 2:00 PM—3:50 PM.  Instructed by Dr. Frank Byrne.  In this class, students should expect to focus on the relationship between research and composition, as well as careful and critical reading of selected texts.  What is more, by taking Honors ENGL112, you are provided with opportunities that are not normally offered to all students to research a wide variety of issues of contemporary relevance.  You will in addition hone your writing and speaking skills while developing an active interest in significant current issues and events.  (Prerequisite: ENGL111) 

· IDST226S, Section 01, on Tuesdays and Thursdays at 10:00 AM—11:50 AM. Instructed by Dr. Kunkle.  Students in this class should expect to be enlightened about the cultural representations of the United States, especially those that express cultural myths and ideologies at selected moments of our history.  In contrast to a regular IDST226 class, students will be able to experience enhanced engagement with cultural theory, primary historical materials, and visual, along with literary, cultural texts for analysis as they study American culture.  (Prerequisite: ENGL115S)
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At the request of you, the students, we have decided to include in this issue of the newsletter a list of all of the classes that are ever offered as Honors sections.  Please note that they are also listed separately in the new 2005—2007 catalog (so make sure to pick a copy up if you have not already done so!!)
