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The 2011 season will see the Shawnee State University Bears baseball program looking to build upon the bitter-

sweet success of the previous season.  In 2010, the Bears won their first regular season American Mideast Confer-

ence championship in school history in addition to their many individual honors but lost out on their chance to play 

in a regional when they lost in the deciding championship game of the AMC Tournament.  Ten players were named 

to all-AMC teams, OF Danny Gesick (Jr., Pickerington, OH.) was named AMC Conference Player of the Year, C 

Philip Butler (Sr., Spring, TX.) and Gesick were named 3rd-team NAIA All-Americans, and head coach Ted Tom 

was named AMC Coach of the Year.  2011 will pose new challenges for the Bears as they enter the very competi-

tive Mid-South Conference and face a daunting non-conference schedule. 

 

Shawnee State promises to be an explosive offensive team with plenty of returners coming back with valuable ex-

perience combined with a talented core of newcomers.  The infield will be anchored with returning players at every 

position.  Jordan Maier (Jr., Heath, OH.) returns at shortstop full time after splitting time between SS and 2B last 

season.  Maier was named to the all-AMC team in 2010 after hitting .296 and committing just nine errors on the 

season.  Also providing depth at SS will be freshman Josh Kauffman (Bellefontaine, OH.) who has shown a great 

ability to adjust to the college game.  Second base sees great depth and talent with  Jordan Stum (So., Tipp City, 

OH.) returning after gaining valuable playing experience as a freshman along with junior college transfers Aaron 

Suydam (Jr., Painesville, OH.) from Muscatine CC in Iowa and Josue Ahorrio (Jr., Chicago, IL.) from Olive Harvey 

CC.  All three look to play important roles for the Bears this spring.  3B also has tremendous depth and talent start-

ing with returning senior Zach Byler (Warren, OH.) and his .259 batting average with five homeruns from 2010.  

Along with Byler are junior college transfers Cody Morrison (Jr., Spring, TX.) from Blinn CC and Michael Kutch (Jr., 

Harrisonville, PA.) from Louisburg in North Carolina.  Morrison brings a great deal of power and speed to the Bear 

lineup while Kutch is a hard-nosed player who played high school baseball for both Coach Tom and Coach Moore 

at the Pendleton School in Bradenton, Florida.  Rounding out the lineup at 3B is senior Zac Alexander (Sr., Beaver, 

OH.).  Alexander returns after being away from the program for a few years and looks as good as ever on the field.  

He was an all-AMC selection in 2008 as a SS, hitting .291 and stealing 26 bases.  Both Morrison and Alexander 

possess enough athleticism and versatility to play multiple positions on the field and will be relied upon to do just 

that.  Finally at 1B, senior Ricky Masson (St. Louis, MO.) looks to fill in the shoes left by two-time all-AMC pick 

Brian Ramey after his graduation last season.  Masson was an all-AMC selection last season primarily as a DH, 

hitting .316 and driving in 30 RBIs.  Joining Masson at 1B will be former AMC Player of the Year Danny Gesick.  

Gesick will split time between 1B and the OF.  In 2010, he hit .385 and led the team with 12 homeruns and 62 RBIs 

while compiling a slugging percentage of .638.  Gesick has been named an NAIA pre-season All-American.  Also at 

1B is transfer AJ Gomez (Jr., Spring, TX.).  Gomez has quickly regained his baseball edge after being away for a 

few years and has a real chance to provide some more power to the Bear lineup. 

The outfield sees just two returners to the lineup.  Quentin Everman (Jr., Galloway, OH.) leads the returners as an 

all-AMC selection in 2010.  As the regular leftfielder, Everman hit .342 and had 27 RBIs to go along with six stolen 

bases and an astonishing .482 on-base percentage.  Also returning for the Bears in Camden Sauls (So., Tipp City, 

OH.) who can play all three OF positions.  Sauls has the athleticism and power to do damage in the middle of the 

Shawnee State lineup whether he is at the plate or on the bases.  New to the OF this year are two speedy and po-

tent players.  Kendal Coleman (Jr., Hillsboro, OH.) transfers in from the University of Cincinnati and projects to be a 

top of the order type hitter for the Bears.   He hit .256 for the Bearcats last season and proved during the fall that he 

is going to be a large part of the teamôs offensive success.  Ryan Burnett (Jr., Bellevue, WA.) is a junior college 

transfer from Bellevue CC and will patrol CF for the Bears.  He projects as a leadoff type hitter and has had proven 

success wherever he has been.

BEARS OUTLOOK  
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At the catcher position, senior Phillip Butler returns as a pre-season All-America who hit .339 last year with 11 

homeruns and 52 RBIs.  Butlerôs leadership and playing ability have had as much impact as any other factor in the 

program in terms of moving Shawnee State Baseball forward and we are anticipating another big season from him.  

Joining Butler is Colin Keim (So., Clinton, OH.) who converted to catcher from the OF this fall and has done a tre-

mendous job acclimating himself to the position.  In limited time last season, Keim proved to be a dangerous offen-

sive threat.  Also behind the plate is Tyler Weisel (Jr., Louisville, OH.).  Weisel provides depth at a couple of differ-

ent positions for the Bears but has been able to focus more time on catching this season and the results have been 

good thus far. 

 

On the mound, the Bears return two all-AMC selections as well as boast a number of new and talented arms.  Andy 

Carter (Sr., North Kingsville, OH.) returns after being named all-AMC the previous two seasons.  In 2010, he broke 

the single season school record for strike outs with 74 while posting a 7-4 record and had a team high seven com-

plete games.  Also returning is Cory Pallutch (Sr., Conneaut, OH.) who posted a 1-2 record in 15 appearances, 

eight of which were starts.  Carter and Pallutch will be looked upon to provide stability to a starting staff that has 

three new faces looking to contribute.  One of the new faces is a familiar one to Bear fans but has not seen live ac-

tion in a while.  Zac Alexander will look to lock down one of the starting weekend spots with the electric stuff he 

possesses and excellent mound presence.  Sean McFarland (So., Painesville, OH.) is the lone LHP on staff and 

will be a welcome addition with his ability to command three potential out pitches.  Also joining the starting pitchers 

is transfer Carter Bledsoe (Tulsa, OK.) who has proven himself to be a big game pitcher at the college level.  In the 

bullpen, the Bears are anchored by reigning first team all-AMC selection Austin Dunfee (Jr., Pomeroy, OH.).  The 

Meigs County High School product posted a 6-2 record last year with two complete games and 58 strikeouts.

Rounding out the bullpen is 

Cody Morrison with his power stuff and transfer Jared Farmer (Jr., Minford, OH.) who has shown great deception 

throughout the fall and winter workouts.

The 2011 season will mark Ted Tomôs fourth season as the Head Baseball Coach.  In 
his three seasons at the helm, he has compiled an overall record of 71-89 with a con-
ference record of 45-37 and is the only skipper in school history to win a regular sea-
son conference title.  In addition to his duties as Head Baseball Coach, Ted added the 
title of Assistant Athletic Director in charge of Academics and Compliance in the fall of 
2009. 
 
The 2010 season marked the Bears final season in the American Mideast Conference 
and what a finale it became.  The Bears became the 1

st
 team in school history to win 

the Regular Season Championship which allowed them to host the Conference Tour-
nament in the friendly confines of Branch Rickey Park.  Coach Tom earned AMC 
Coach of the Year honors for his teamôs performance.  For only the second time in 
school history, the AMC Conference Player of the Year Award went to an SSU 
Bear.  Sophomore OF, Danny Gesick earned Player of the Year Honors as he led the 
conference in homeruns and runs batted in.  Gesick and Junior C, Philip Butler each 
earned Honorable Mention All-American honors becoming 2 of only 12 other Bears to 
earn All-American Honors.  Ten of Coach Tomôs players earned AMC All-Conference 

selections.  Gesick, Butler, Senior 1B Brian Ramey, Sophomore RHP Austin Dunfee Sophomore IF Adam Wamsley each 
earned 1

st
 Team All-AMC.  Junior RHP Andrew Carter and Sophomore 3B Nick Ball earned 2

nd
 Team Honors while Sophomore 

OF Quentin Everman, Junior DH Ricky Masson, and Sophomore IF Jordan Maier each earned Honorable Mention 
awards.  Wamsley was the AMC Gold Glove winner at shortstop.  Ramey also became a two time recipient of the NAIA Scholar 
Athlete award for his work in the classroom. 
 
In 2009, he led the Baseball Bears to a 25-30 record and for the first time since 2003, a winning record (18-16) in the American 
Mideast Conference.
