SARAH BIEHL

Lowell, Ohio native, Sarah Biehl (‘15, ‘18) graduated from 
Shawnee State University excelling in both academics and athletics. Sarah 
received All-American honors in Cross Country and Track & Field five 

times, while also being named the Mid-South Conference Runner of the Year five 
times. She currently holds the university record for the 5K, 800-meter, and 4x800 
meter relay. After graduation and while completing her second degree from the 
university, she served as an Assistant Coach to the Women’s Cross Country team.

Continuing her athletic career after Shawnee State, Sarah is an elite member of the 
Columbus Running Company where she holds the record for the 5K and 3K. In 
October of 2018, she ran in the Nationwide Children’s Hospital Columbus Marathon. 
She completed the 26.2 mile race in 2:44:25, finishing 41st overall while winning 
her age division for women ages 20-24. Her time also qualified her to compete in the 
USA Olympic Trials in Atlanta, GA, in February of 2020 where she completed the 
marathon in 2:49:37 among the best marathon runners in the nation.

Obtaining a Bachelor’s in Exercise Science and an Associate’s in the Physical Therapy 
Assistant program, Sarah currently serves as Physical Therapy Assistant at Capri 
Gardens, a skilled nursing facility.

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Shawnee State University students graduating summa cum laude are wearing gold 
cords as a badge of distinction. Magna cum laude graduates are wearing silver cords, 
while cum laude graduates wear bronze cords. Students wearing gold stoles are 
members of Phi Eta Sigma, the national honorary society. Officers of the society are 
wearing medallions with gold and black ribbons. Students wearing purple cords are 
members of the Honors Program. Students wearing red and gold cords are members 
of Tri Beta, the national biological honor society. Officers of the society are wearing 
medallions. Students wearing the blue, white and silver medals are members of Psi 
Chi, the international honor society for psychology. The students wearing the red 
and black honor cords are members of the English honor society, Sigma Tau Delta. 
Veterans participating in today’s ceremony are wearing special veteran’s stoles. Active 
military members are wearing red, blue and white cords.

THE ACADEMIC PROCESSION GRADUATION WITH HONORS

ALMA MATER SHAWNEE

The caps, gowns, and hoods worn at today’s commencement are based on the garb 
worn by the medieval priests and students who founded the first universities in 
Europe. Those who have earned the baccalaureate or associate degree wear a gown 
with a yoke, a long pleated front and long pointed sleeves, and barrel pleats across 
the shoulders and the yoke back. Master’s degree holders wear a similar gown, but 
the sleeves are usually oblong at the ends and open to the waist. Those holding the 
doctor’s degree, wear gowns with broad velvet panels down the front and three velvet 
bars across their full, round, open sleeves. Although the gown and velvet trim are 
usually black, they may also be the colors of the institution that conferred the wearer’s 
degree, or the color representing the wearer’s field of learning.

Because black is the traditional color for academic gowns, most of the color and 
meaning of the academic costume is found in the hoods and tassels. Master’s and 
doctoral hoods are silk-lined with the colors of the institution conferring the degree 
awarded to each wearer. The velvet border of the hood shows the color of the field 
of learning to which the degree belongs. Shawnee State University’s baccalaureate 
and associate graduates do not wear hoods, but the colors of the tassels on their caps 
represent their field of study.
